This is a culmination of the work you have done throughout the year and a chance to exhibit everything from fruits and flowers to horses and pigs. When the Twin Falls County Fair Premium book is printed and available make sure to reference it for classes available and appropriate schedules. The following is a list of expectations of individuals exhibiting as Kimberly FFA Members at the Twin Falls County Fair.

Expectations:

Projects exhibited are part of your SAE project and you have an established set of records for 
that project. You must have on file a completed SAE plan, budget, and signed agreements by June 1st.  Record books are required to be up to date in AET as of August 19, 2017 or you will be subjected to disqualification.

You are the legal owner of that project and have established ownership at the appropriate 
time. 

You have attended the required meetings for your project and are an active dues paid member of the Kimberly FFA Chapter (Current 7TH grade students are exempt from dues rule). Mandatory Meeting for all exhibitors will be held at the end of May and July DATE: TBD at a latter date.

You have completed the appropriate paperwork for your species prior to the due dates.


You have your project well prepared and presented at the fair.


You have made the appropriate attempt to understand the happenings and expectations of your 
species at the fair. 


You have read and understand the rules pertaining to your project as presented in the current 
years premium book.

Before beginning re-enrolled the following year in the project students must also present a full and complete record book to the advisors representing full completion of the previous project.
